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THE INSTITUTE

Entrepreneurship Development Institute of India (EDI), Ahmedabad is an autonomous and not-
for-profit institution, set up in 1983 and sponsored by apex financial institutions, IDBI, IFCI Ltd.,
ICICI Ltd. and the State Bank of India (SBI). EDI has been spearheading entrepreneurship movement
throughout the nation with a belief that entrepreneurs need not necessarily be borin but can be
developed through well-conceived and well-directed activities.

Under the thrust area, Entrepreneurship Education, EDI has been progressively focussing on
the development of its academic programmes to disseminate the essence of the Institute’s
professional knowledge-base amongst entrepreneurs of the morrow.
