EDII Expanding Its Reach to Enhance Entrepreneurial
Ecosystem in NE
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Guwahati: The Entrepreneurship Development Institute of India (EDII), headquartered in
Ahmedabad, is expanding its reach to northeast India through various initiatives aimed at
fostering the development of the entrepreneurial ecosystem in the region.

Through market linkages provided by EDII, these entrepreneurs have
achieved a 30 to 35 percent increase in profits. The institute has also facilitated loans exceeding
70 lakh for these ventures.
