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Ahmedabad: Gujarat high
court (HC) on Monday re-
ferred a case of a lawyer to
the Bar Council of Gujarat
to take action against him
for counterfeiting a stamp
of government official and
thereby allegedly registe-
ring a marriage of a minor.

While asking the court
registry to send advocate R
B Kamani’s case to the Bar
Council for action, Justice
J B Pardiwala expressed
shock at the fact that 10 ca-
ses were pending before the
lawyer and he still continu-
ed to practice law in courts.

In this case, Kamani for-
ged documents by illegally
preparing a rubber stamp
of a deputy mamlatdar of
Amreli and thereby concoc-
ting documents for the 
purpose of registering
marriage. 

When the issue came to
the fore, the couple whose
marriage was registered fa-
ced problem. The groom,
Parth Maru, moved the HC
for quashing of criminal
charges levelled against

him. He submitted that he
had no knowledge of the il-
legality because it was his
advocate who got the go-
vernment documents pre-
pared.

The HC inquired about
Kamani, and petitioner’s
advocate informed the co-
urt that Kamani was not on-
ly facing accusations in
this case, but he was facing
charges in 10 other cases. At
hearing this, Justice Pardi-
wala said: “What is more
shocking is that there are in
all 10 such prosecutions
pending against this advo-
cate. This is something ve-
ry serious and unfortuna-
te.”

With this observation,
the HC directed the registry
to forward a copy of its or-
der along with case papers
to the Bar Council at the
earliest. The court asked
the Bar to look into the mat-
ter and do the needful in ac-
cordance with the law.
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Lawyer’s forgery case
referred to Bar Council Ahmedabad: A special Pota court on

Monday remanded Javed Chauhan in
police custody for three days over a 14-
year-old terrorism related case, in
which a group of Muslims was accused
of conspiring to avenge the 2002 riots.

Chauhan was arrested by Gujarat’s
Anti-Terrorist Squad (ATS) at Chhota
Udepur on Sunday and the prosecuting
agency, city crime branch, produced
him before the court and sought 10 days
of custodial interrogation.

The police sought remand to learn
where he got two pistols and cartridges
to supply to his co-accused from. The
cops also want to know from where
Chauhan got financial assistance for
arms. Against the demand of 10 days,
the court granted three-day interroga-
tion in police custody.

Crime branch lodged a complaint
against various persons and invoked
Prevention of Terrorism Act (Pota) on
the grounds that the accused were
conspiring by bringing in arms and
funds to destabilize the government to
avenge the attacks on Muslims during
the post-Godhra riots. The cops char-
ged people for funding terrorist activi-
ties, and even booked the owners of Pa-
tel Online on hawala charges in this ca-
se.

While three persons were 
convicted in this case, two others were
acquitted. TNN

3-day remand for
Pota accused

Ahmedabad: Mumbai police on Monday
arrested three members of Ravi Pujari

gang. Those arrested in-
clude Suresh Pujari alias
Anna who was allegedly
involved in the recent
murder attempt on Bor-
sad councillor Pragnesh
Patel. Patel was fired upon
by two persons on Janua-
ry 13, 2017.

According to Gujarat ATS, the other
two arrested are Ramesh Pujari and Mri-
tyunjay Das. “The three were involved in
an incident of firing at a hotel in suburban

Vile Parle area in an extortion bid. We will
soon send a team to interrogate him for his
role in the murder attempt on Pragnesh
Patel,” added a senior ATS official.

ATS sources said Anna had played a
key role in connecting Chandresh Patel of
Borsad with underworld don Ravi Pujari
for targeting Pragnesh Patel.

“The meeting between Chandresh and
Ravi Pujari’s sharp shooter Suresh Pillai
was held in Thane. Patel had promised
Rs25 lakh for killing Pragnesh Patel,” the
official said.

Before the plan was to be executed,
Chandresh Patel had left for Bangkok on
January 10. Chandresh was later arrested
in a joint operation by Gujarat ATS and
Thailand police. He is currently in judicial
custody. TNN

Ravi Pujari aide
nabbed from Mumbai

Ahmedabad/Surat: The Cen-
tral Bureau of Investigation
(CBI) on Monday registered a ca-
se against Commissioner of In-
come Tax (Appeals), New Delhi,
Harivanshkumar Chaudhary, a
1988 batch IRS officer, his wife
and others for possession of alle-
ged disproportionate asset of
approximately Rs4.28 crore.

Following FIR, searches we-
re conducted simultaneously at
12 places across the country, in-
cluding premises of two charte-
red accountants -- Birju Shah
and Bhupinder Chabildas Box-
wala of Surat and one Nitin Jain
of Chennai.

CBI officials said the two Su-
rat-based chartered accountants
were very close to Chaudhary
and could have information rela-
ted to his disproportionate as-
sets. It was alleged that Chaud-
hary, while working as public
servant in different capacities
from the post of ACIT to commis-
sioner of income tax, amassed
immovable and movable proper-
ties in his name and in name of
his family members which were
disproportionate to his known
sources of income. TNN
