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“Centre to pump more funds into micro enterprises”

“The Union government will provide more funds for the growth of 

micro enterprises through MUDRA Bank as such enterprises have 

tremendous capacity to create jobs,” said Hasmukh Adhiya, secretary 

(financial services) in the government of India, during the 16th 

convocation ceremony of Entrepreneurship Development Institute of 

India (EDI) on Saturday. 

The government is also going to launch Pradhanmantri Jivan Jyot Yojna (providing 

protection in case of natural death), Pradhanmantri Suraksha Bima Yojna (providing 

protection against accidental death) and Atal Pension Yojna (providing retirement 

benefits to the unorganised sector) in the country. “The schemes will be launched by 

Modi on May 9 in Kolkata. Parallel launches will be held in all states,” said Adhiya. He 

also called upon the batch passing out to excel in whatever sector they choose. 

85 students were conferred Post-Graduate Diploma in Management – Business 

Entrepreneurship at the convocation. 15 students were given Post-Graduate Diploma in 

Management – Development Studies. Incidentally, this is the last convocation held under 

director Dinesh Awasthi, who is retiring after serving the post for 12 years. He will be 

succeeded by Professor Sunil Shukla, a senior faculty of EDI on July 1. 

Awasthi, informed that EDI’s centre in Uzbekistan will be inaugurated in July this year. 
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
