How do you plan to in-
e corporate entrepreneur-
ship in the school or college
curriculum?
We have worked with the Uni-
versity Grants Commission

(UGC), Government of Guja-
rat and Central Board of Sec-
ondary Education to develop
a curriculum for class XI and
XII on entrepreneurship; the
textbook is called Udhyam Pre-
rana. While the textbook for
class XI is already being used
in colleges, work on the class
XII textbook is yet to be com-
pleted.

What's next for EDII?

There are many plans
that revolve around helping
the marginal sections of
the society to set up their
own businesses. There
are many schemes of the
government that most of
these people don’t know
about and creating aware-
ness about them in the ru-
ral areas is our mission.
