Objective:

Adequate arrangements are made for girls, such as appointment of a lady caretaker.

However, participants are expected to
communicate in either of these languages: English, Hindi or Gujarati.

e Activities include mental gyms, motivation and creativity exercises, puzzles, value education,
presentations, learning through success stories, industry visits and ‘yoga’'.

* The entire group will be divided into two sub-groups of 12 to 14 (Group-A) years and 14 to 16
(Group - B) years.

* Aparents’ meet will be organized to brief them on their ward’s performance and potential.

e Formal and informal interaction with well-known entrepreneurs and achievers from various
fields will be organised to motivate the children to target mega successes in life. 1

Venue:

The camp will be organized at the award-winning EDI Campus, Ahmedabad. Well equipped, AC
classrooms with modern amenities will be made available. First 50 participants would be
accommodated in AC rooms on twin-sharing basis and the remaining would be provided air-cooled
rooms on twin-sharing basis.
