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THE PROGRAMME:

India, like other developing countries, is confronted with the
serious problem ofmounting unemployment among educated
youth. In order to deal with this problem as well as to
develop first generation entrepreneurs, Entrepreneur-ship
Development Programmes (EDPs) have been found as an
effective tool to motivate new-comers for taking up self em-
ployment and entrepreneurial career.It has alsobeenrealised
by the the Indian planners that entrepreneurial values
should be inculcated when the students are graduating to
make them aware of Entrepreneurship as a possible career
opportunity. Further, it may help convert creative energies,
technical and scientific capabilities into productive resources,
generate further employment, output and income.

To meet with the above objective, Department of Science
&Technology (DST) has taken the initiative in introducing
entrepre-neurship asa course in Science& Technical Institu-
tions. DST has also assisted a number of engineering colle-
ges in creating Entrepreneurship Deve-lopment Cell for
organising ED activities in their colleges and nearby areas.
However, for effective introduc-tion of entrepreneurship as a
course or conducting EDPs in technical institu-tions, it is
important to develop human resources- teacher trainers on
the subject. This will help in effectively organising, monitor-
ing, controlling and imparting entrepreneurship values
among students. Keeping the human resources
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development in entrepreneurship in mind, DST, Govt. of
India and lOBI, IFCI & ICICI have sponsored a training
programme for teachers from technical institutions to be
conducted by EDI.
