Riverfront road to
remain closed 

Ahmedabad: A man sustai-
ned severe injuries in a gro-
up clash at Aakru village ne-
ar Dhandhuka on Sunday re-
sulting in his death. Dhand-
huka police have registered
a case of murder, rioting and
assault against a gang of ni-
ne. Investigators said that
the fight took place over
rights to use a plot of agri-
cultural land.

According to Dhandhuka
police, Narendrasinh Chu-
dasama, a resident of Jinjar
village near Dhandhuka,
has named Ramsang Koli Pa-
tel, Jadav Koli Patel and se-
ven others for the murder of
Dharmendrasinh Chudasa-
ma. The group clash took
place at 8.30 am on Sunday.

“The Chudasamas had
taken the land on lease for
farming from Ishwarlal Da-
ve on the outskirts of Aakru
village. However, the two
groups had a long-standing
dispute over the issue,” said
an investigator. 

“Thus, when Narendra-
sinh and Dharmendrasinh
were passing by the village,
the accused assaulted them
with sharp weapons. A few
men also came to their aid.
However, Dharmendrasinh
died due to injuries on his
head,” added the investiga-
tor.

Man killed in
fight over

disputed land
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Ahmedabad:A partner in a dai-
ry business reported to the Kha-
dia police on March 22 a theft of
Rs 8 lakh cash. According to his
complaint, somebody stole the
money by breaking the safe bet-
ween 9:30 pm on March 19 and 6
am on March 20.

Khadia police said Ketan
Modi, 49, a resident of Kankaria,
along with his brother Hitesh,
runs three dairy establishments
—Shree Krishna Dairy; Verai
Pada ni Pol Dairy; and Shree
Krishna Products in Lakhia ni
Pol at Khadia area . 

“When he came to the dairy
premises on March 20 morning,
he found a window on the first
floor ajar,” a Khadia police offici-
al said. “When he checked he fo-
und that the burglars had bro-
ken the safe and stolen valuab-
les. As Hitesh was away, he could
not know the amount that had
been stolen. When Hitesh retur-
ned, the complaint for theft was
filed,” the official added. Police
said that the thieves had used a
pipe to climb to the first floor and
open the window. TNN

`̀8 lakh stolen
from dairy 
in Khadia

Ahmedabad:It came as a ma-
jor breakthrough for the city
police when a crime branch
team nabbed Hriday Man-

dal, 34, from
Sahebganj in
Jharkhand.
Mandal was
part of a hi-fly-
ing interstate
gang which
had broken in-

to a jewellery shop in Vejal-
pur, Ahmedabad, and escaped
with gold and silver orna-
ments worth Rs 50 lakh in the
early hours of March 24. 

The gang members—all
from Jharkhand—were re-
cruited by the two kingpins—
Mandal and Raju Saha. The
members were taken by air to
various cities where they
committed a series of burgla-
ries at jewellery shops they
had identified earlier. Jewel-
lery outlets yielded high-va-
lue booty and involved mini-
mum risk. Thanks to budget
airlines, the crooks were able
to leave by air after the short
crime spree and before the po-
lice could track them. Someti-
mes, if flights were not avai-
lable, some members opted
for the next available train.
But all members liked staying
in good hotels, the city police
said. 

“We were under tremen-
dous pressure to crack this
gang as gas-cutters were used
for the first time to cut open
iron lockers,” said a crime
branch official. The city poli-
ce are hunting for the abscon-
ding criminals.

Incidentally, Thane police
in Mumbai had recently nab-
bed a few burglars who be-
longed to Mandal’s village.
“They too had a similar mo-

dus operandi—they would
drill a big hole in the wall of a
jewellery shop and then cut
open lockers and chests with
gas cutters,” the official said. 

Inspector Rajesh Suvera
of Ahmedabad crime branch
said the arrest of Mandal was
timely as it had prevented
other sensational burglaries
in Anand and Ahmedabad.

In Ahmedabad, Mandal
worked at a concrete mixing
unit at Shantipura in Sarkhej
and stayed in a rented accom-
modation nearby. Raju Saha
stayed with Mandal at Shanti-
pura in Sarkhej. “After duty
hours, Mandal and Saha did a
recce and spotted targets du-
ring their eight-day stay,” In-
spector Suvera said. “Once
the target was zeroed in on,
the other gang members—B-
hima Mandal, Biplok Man-
dal, Humayun, Isva and Cho-
tu — were flown in.” 

Police said they are in con-
tact with their counterparts
in Jharkhand to nab the rema-
ining gang members.

Cops: Jharkhand
gang flew in for
Vejalpur theft
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The gang members came
by train to Ahmedabad on

the night of March 22. After
reaching the jewellery shop at
Vejalpur, they first drilled a
gaping hole in one of the walls.
After entering the shop they
cut open lockers with gas
cutters and returned to
Jharkhand with looted
ornaments the following day.
While leaving, the gang took
away the Digital Video
Recorder (DVR) of the CCTV
camera to avoid detection.
They also threw away the gas
cutters on the way. TNN
