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Continuing with his ongoing ef-
forts to encourage the younger 
generations to take up challeng-
ing paths in their career, Essel 
Group chairman and Rajya Sabha 
Member of  Parliament from Har-
yana Dr Subhash Chandra on 
Monday inspired and guided over 
300 students on how to choose the 
right idea.

He said, “People can 
only delay a good idea but not 
abort it. In 1990, when I started 
working on launching Zee TV, 
downloading satellite signal was a 
criminal offence. The IPRs that 
we bought were found to be faulty 
and for three years, the TV was il-
legal.”

 As part of  the show, Dr Chan-
dra also hosted two people from 

Ahmedabad — an entrepreneur 
and an auto-rickshaw driver who 
now drives a taxi. 

 While Hasit Ganatra has devel-
oped modular roofing system for 
slum dwellers, Uday Gandhi is 
known for his model of  ‘Give Love 
and Serve All’, under which he 
doesn’t charge money from his 
passengers but instead asks them 
to pay for the next passenger.

 Dr Chandra also advised stu-
dents to focus on their restless 
mind through meditation.  On a 
concluding note, he said “A man-
age will do the things right but an 
entrepreneur will do the right 
things.”

Dr Chandra guides 300 students in choosing right path

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In the month of  August, the 
health department of  Ahmedabad 
Municipal Corporation (AMC) re-
ported 2,257 cases of  vector borne 
diseases — highest recorded in a 
month this year. Yet, the numbers 
are lower than the October 2016 
record, when a total of  3,969 cases 
of  such diseases were recorded.

In the last week of  July, the city 
witnessed heavy rainfall for ten 
consecutive days, which led to 

this sudden, steep rise in vector 
borne diseases. “We have made 
continuous efforts to conduct reg-
ular health check ups and organ-
ising several medical camps, too. 
This has helped us detect cases 
early,” said Dr Bhavin Solanki, 
medical officer in-charge of  
health, Ahmedabad Municipal 
Corporation (AMC).

Out of  the 2,257 cases of  vector-
borne diseases recorded, 1,851 cas-
es of  malaria, 284 cases of  falcipa-
rum, eight cases of  chikungunya 
and 114 cases dengue have been 
registered. Additionally, 857 cases 
of  gastroenteritis, 216 cases of  
jaundice, and 238 cases of  typhoid 
— all water-borne diseases —have 
been reported in the month of  Au-
gust.

Though the number of  H1N1 
cases have declined, 25 fresh cases 
and three deaths were reported on 
Monday. Across different hospi-
tals in the city, a total of  181 pa-
tients are under observation for 
swine flu.

City sees 2,257 cases of 
vector-borne diseases in Aug
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The first division bench on Monday 
has directed the state government 
to pay lump sum compensation of  
Rs 1 lakh to the peon who was hired 
on ad hoc basis till the post was 
filled by a permanent employee.

Petitioner Ranjit Solanki was 
hired on ad hoc basis on April 29, 
1994 with the Primary Health Cen-
tre in the Vadodara district. Peti-
tioner had challenged the single 
bench order before the division 
bench as he was aggrieved with the 
bench order that had awarded Rs 

5000 lump sum compensation. After 
hearing the primary submission of  
the petitioner and respondent state 
government, the first division 
bench of  chief  justice R Subhash 
Reddy and justice Vipul Pancholi 
directed the government to pay 
lump sum compensation of  Rs 1 
lakh to the petitioner.

His contention was that he was 
hired as a stop gap arrangement till 
the permanent peon was employed. 
The government had not terminat-
ed his services following the proper 
procedure laid down in the labour 
laws and thus he demanded his ser-
vices to be reinstated. 

HC directs state to pay 
`1L compensation to peon
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A 40-year-old salt pan worker from 
Kutch died on Sunday at the Civil 
Hospital during the removal of  
surgical forceps which was left in 
her stomach five years ago.

According to the police, the de-
ceased, identified as Jiviben 
Chavda, had undergone a tumour 
surgery at the civil hospital in De-
cember 2012. During the surgery, 
the resident doctor allegedly left 
the surgical forceps inside her 
stomach.

They had no clue about it until 
she started complaining about her 
stomach pain, after five years of  
the surgery. She was then taken to 
Gandhidham local hospital where 
her X-ray was done. The X-ray re-

vealed the instrument inside her 
stomach. she was then again ad-
mitted to the civil hospital in 
April.

The doctors removed the for-
ceps and she was admitted to the 
hospital since then. However, the 
hospital authorities were unable 
to identify who left the forceps in-
side her stomach. She died on 
Sunday.

The family claimed that it was 
due to the medical negligence on 
the part of  hospital authorities 
who left a pair of  surgical forceps 
in her stomach during the opera-
tion.

Her husband Kamalbhai Chav-
da has lodged a complaint with 
the Shahibaug police station, al-
leging the doctors behind his 
wife’s death.

Gujarat High Court

HC acquits 
accused in 
murder case

High court has set aside the convic-
tion order of  the trial court con-
cluding that eyewitnesses are not 
trustworthy and investigators have 
failed to recover the weapon used 
in the crime.

Seventh division bench of  jus-
tice Abhilasha Kumari and justice 
AJ Shastri while reversing the con-
viction order of  Narsinh Mali and 
four others concluded, “The recov-
ery of  the knife has not been 
proved and how the blood stains 
were found on the clothes remains 
to be explained. Other four co-ac-
cused, part of  the unlawful assem-
bly can’t be believed.”

On May 16, 2008, Narsinh Mali 
and four others had allegedly at-
tacked the deceased Narsinh Kes-
arsinh Padhiyar with knife and 
stick. Later, he succumbed to his 
injuries.

HC stated, “Investigation has 
failed to meet the evidence act as-
pects. The so called recovery is de-
fective in the eyes of  law. Prosecu-
tion has failed to prove the case be-
yond doubt, hence the trial court 
order of  conviction has been set 
aside and quashed. Accused have 
been acquitted from the case and 
should be released from the jail. “

Lady jumps off 
CTM bridge, dies
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A 40-year-old woman committed 
suicide by jumping off  the CTM 
flyover bridge on Monday. The de-
ceased, identified as Jagruti 
Rathod, was a resident of  Amar-
deep apartment in Nikol area. A 
complaint of  suicide has been filed 
with the Ramol police station.

According to the police, hus-
band of  the deceased received a 
call from his wife’s mobile num-
ber at around 8 am. An unknown 
person informed him about the 
incident and told him that she has 
been taken to the LG hospital for 
treatment. She succumbed to her 
injuries during the treatment.

Police revealed that she had re-
ceived a call in the morning after 
which she left the house. Further 
investigation is on.

AMC: Immerse 
Ganpati in 
artificial ponds
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Ahmedabad Municipal Corpora-
tion (AMC) has constructed 30 ar-
tificial immersion ponds for Gan-
pati Visarjan and have appealed to 
people to use them for immersion.

“Every year we make arrange-
ments for immersion in artificial 
water bodies. This year, too, we 
have constructed 30 ponds on both 
sides of  the river bank. There are 
also ponds at different points 
across the city,” said Pravin Patel, 
Standing Committee Chairman, 
AMC.

“We have also urged people to not 
immerse idols near Indira Bridge 
and Bhat Gam, as the water level in 
those areas is risky. People need to 
be extra careful if  they want to im-
merse idols there,” said Patel.

For the visarjan day, 150 firemen 
have been deputed at different are-
as of  the riverfront, along with res-
cue boats. The boats will have life 
jackets and also patrol the river.

Rickshaw operators 
threaten statewide strike
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There might be a dearth of  rick-
shaws plying on the streets on 
September 7, as nearly 16 lakh 
rickshaw operators have threat-
ened with a bandh, demanding 
fare hike. The fares were last re-
vised four years ago. They have 
also sought the easing out of  
regulatory bottlenecks, which 
are both time-consuming and ex-
pensive.

The rickshaw operators, under 
the aegis of  Amdavad Autorick-
shaw Drivers Action Committee, 
will meet Gujarat Chief  Minister 
Vijay Rupani on Tuesday. “If  we 
do not get any time-bound assur-
ance, we will have to start an agi-
tation,” Samiti President Raj 
Shikr told DNA. Capital and op-
erational expenses have grown 

significantly in the past four 
years.

The state government has 
formed a Rate Revision Commit-
tee headed by the State Trans-
port  Committee, which is sup-
posed to review rickshaw fares 
for the entire state every year. 
Shirke informs that despite re-
peated demands made to the 
committee to revise the fares, 
the appeals feel to deaf  ears. “We 
can’t wait any longer. We will be 
compelled to raise a series of  
protests,” said Shirke.

The new rates have been ob-
tained but not implemented. The 
base fare, too, has been revised 
from Rs 12 per km to Rs 15 per 
km, and that for subsequent trav-
el from Rs 8 per km to Rs 10 per 
km. Non-implementation of  the 
fares has resulted in a revenue 
loss of  about Rs 200 per day. 

Govt extends textile 
policy another year
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Gandhinagar: Gujarat govern-
ment on Monday said that it is ex-
tending its textile policy for one 
more year. The five-year term of  
the policy was to expire on Sep-
tember 4. But, now it shall remain 
under implementation till Sep-
tember 3, 2018. The industries 
and mining department issued 
the government resolution.

Chief  Minister Vijay Rupani 
approved the extension of  the pol-
icy for one year. The release is-
sued by the government stated, 
“Many players of  textile industry 
had requested the state gov-
ernemnt. Thus it was decided to 
extend the benefits of  the indus-
try.”

PM Narendra Modi had 
launched the textile policy in 2012 
when he was the chief  minister 
of  the state, with an integrated 
approach to strengthen the entire 
value chain of  textile. The con-
cept of  ‘’From farm to foreign ex-
port’’ was weaved with the slogan 
of  5F formula while launching 
the policy.

The preamble of  the govern-
ment resolution reads, “India is 
the second largest producer of  
cotton after China in the world. 
Similarly, Gujarat is the largest 

cotton grower state in the country 
and hence presents very large 
scope of  developing the whole 
textile value chain from farm to 
fiber to fabrics to fashion to for-
eign. The state proposes a strong 
industrial base and pool of  re-
sources to serve the entire value 
chain of  the textile industries.”

The state government also 
claimed that the policy was a 
great success and brought in 
huge amount of  investment and 
generated employment in the 
state. The government reviewed 
the policy and saw that the same 
had a great impact on rural sec-
tor too.
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Gandhinagar: President Ram 
Nath Kovind floated the slogan 
‘Per drop more crop’ on the occa-
sion of  laying a foundation stone 
for Gujarat government’s ambi-
tious water supply scheme SAUNI 
on Monday at Jasdan town in Ra-
jkot district. Kovind emphasised 
that every single drop and other 
natural resources should be used 
rationally so that food crops could 
suffice the population of  125 crore 
in a large nation like India.

Kovind, on his 2-day visit to Gu-
jarat, laid the foundation stone for 
link-4 of  Saurashtra Narmada 
Avtaran Irrigation (SAUNI) pro-
ject in Saurashtra region on the 
last day. SAUNI is the brain child 
of  PM Narendra Modi and he had 
inaugurated this project when he 

was the chief  minister of  Gujarat. 
The scheme utilises overflowing 
water from Narmada dam and 
flooding into the Arabian sea. 
This stops the wastage of  water 
and is diverted to parched Sau-
rashtra region through pipelines 
for drinking and irrigation pur-
pose.

President Kovind said, “I con-
gratulate Gujarat government for 
making impossible thing possible. 
They have utilised overflowing 
water for irrigation and drinking 
which shows the proper utilisa-
tion of  resources.”

State governor OP Kohli also 
said that SAUNI scheme would 
open up new horizons for develop-
ment of  Gujarat. The Chief  Min-
ister Vijay Rupani said that SAU-
NI scheme will create a green rev-
olution in the state.
