Mani Iyer,director of Incube
Ventures said, "Social entre-
preneurs neither meet the

stock market
regulation nor
the conventional
requirement for
raising fund
through debt. So
we need to
evolve a hybrid
mechanism.

Social entre-
preneurs need to

be protected from Venture
Capitalists because the origi-
nal entrepreneurs end up get-
ting minority share while the
investors corner a larger share
of equity, said Navin Maini,
former MDof SIDBI. fiI
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
